- impersonate individuals or organizations;
- spam or distribute deceptive content;
- upload unlawful or infringing material;
- post fraudulent, dangerous, or intentionally misleading technical information;
- attempt unauthorized access to systems or accounts;
- disrupt operation of the wiki or related infrastructure.
Intellectual Property
Users should only upload content they have the right to share.

By contributing content, users grant OSE a non-exclusive right to host, archive, reproduce, modify, and distribute contributions in support of OSE’s mission and open-source collaboration.
Safety and Technical Responsibility
Users remain solely responsible for verifying the safety, legality, feasibility, and suitability of any designs, procedures, or instructions.

OSE does not guarantee correctness or safety of user-contributed content.
Moderation and Enforcement
OSE reserves the right to edit, remove, restrict, or moderate content and user access at its discretion in order to maintain constructive collaboration and operational integrity.
Termination
OSE may suspend or terminate access for violations of this policy or behavior deemed harmful to the community or infrastructure.
